(“Initial Attendance Window”) will have the opportunity to be considered for
one of fifteen (15) scholarships up to $2,000 each.

Eligibility Criteria

The Scholarship application will be made available online on September 1%,
2023. Applications must be completed and submitted online at
www.phoenix.edu by 11:59pm MST September 30t", 2023 (“Application
Deadline™). Applications submitted after the Application Deadline will not be
considered. No exceptions.

1. Applicants currently residing in the United States must meet one of the
following requirements: be a legal resident of the United States; have
been granted permanent residency; have a valid visa that does not




Applicant must submit a complete, signed application, together with all
supporting documentation by the Application Deadline. The completion
of the application form does not create an obligation to award a
scholarship to the applicant.

a. As part of the scholarship application, the University of Phoenix
will review the applicant’s official University of Phoenix student
account and transcripts to verify the following requirements:

i. Applicant has completed a minimum of 24 credits at the
University of Phoenix and has at least 18 credits
remaining in their University of Phoenix bachelor’s
degree program as of the Scholarship application
deadline.

ii. Applicant has not had an unapproved attendance break
of greater than 14 days in the last 365 days as of the
Scholarship application deadline.

Selection Process

The recipients of the scholarships will be selected by the University of
