Section Description 
Summary All current University of Phoenix degree students who are actively enrolled in a 

University of Phoenix master’s degree program who (i) have taken a minimum of 
9 credits at the University of Phoenix and have at least 9 credits remaining in a 
University of Phoenix master’s degree program; (ii) have an aggregate GPA of 
3.85 or higher (on a 4.0 scale) in their current master’s degree program; (iii) have 
not had an unapproved break in attendance greater than 14 days in the last 365 
days except for an approved leave of absence as of the scholarship deadline; and 
apply for this Academic Achievement Master's Scholarship (Current Students) –

6. The Scholarship will automatically terminate if: 
a. Applicant fails to meet the eligibility requirements 
b. Recipient is Academically Disqualified, Disqualified for 

Admission, Scholastically Disqualified, Scholastically Suspended 
or Expelled as outlined in the University Catalog. 

c. Recipient is out of attendance on an unapproved leave of 
absence for more than 35 days. 

d. Recipient completes their master’s degree program. 
e. Receives the maximum scholarship award 
f. 730 days from a recipient's first course. 
 

7. If recipient has applied for or is receiving Title IV financial aid funding, 
this scholarship may reduce the recipient’s eligibility for Title IV financial 
aid funding to comply with Title IV regulations. In addition, the recipient 
must maintain continuous attendance as defined by the University of 
Phoenix and/or must qualify for a leave of absence to maintain his/her 
financial aid status. Recipient is required to abide by all state and federal 
financial aid policies and procedures and all University of Phoenix 



11. Recipient acknowledges and agrees that he/she will not portray 
University of Phoenix or any affiliates in a negative, harmful, disparaging, 
offensive or otherwise inappropriate manner as determined in the 
University of Phoenix’s sole discretion.
