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Scholarship Award 
Distribution and 

Timing 

The University of Phoenix will determine and notify the recipients of the 
scholarships upon validation. 
 

1. The maximum Scholarship award is $2,000. The Scholarship shall be 
disbursed as a credit toward the student’s tuition payments at a rate of 
$185 per course until: (i) the student completes 10 courses, after which 
a final disbursement of $150 will be applied toward the eleventh course, 
thus maximizing the $2,000 total Scholarship amount, or (ii) two years 
has elapsed from the student’s first date of attendance in the their first 
course, or (iii) the student graduates from their program, whichever 
comes first. Subsections (i)-(iii) are collectively hereinafter referred to as 
“Terminating Events”. 
 

2. Only the applicants selected as Scholarship recipients will be notified by 
the University of Phoenix. 

 

Maintenance 
Requirements 

In order to continue disbursement of the scholarship award, applicant must 
meet the following maintenance requirements: 
 

1.  Applicant must remain in a master’s program (all coursework attended 
must be program applicable courses). Awards will only be applied to 
courses taken as part of their bachelor’s or master’s program, specific to 
the original program level award. 
 

2. Applicant must successfully pass each course attempted in accordance 
with their program's requirements as outlined in the academic catalog 
for all courses. Any withdrawals or courses not successfully passed in 
accordance with the program requirements will terminate the 
scholarship. 

 
3. Applicant may not have an unapproved attendance gap greater than 35 

days. 
 

Terms and 
Conditions 

By applying for a University of Phoenix scholarship and/or accepting the 
scholarship award, the applicant and/or recipient agrees to the following terms 
and conditions. Failure to abide by any of the following terms and conditions 
shall result in either disqualification of the scholarship award or termination of 
the scholarship award. 
 

1. All application submissions shall become the property of University of 
Phoenix, Inc. regardless of applicant being awarded the scholarship. In 
addition, applicant agrees to execute a University of Phoenix, Inc.

6. The Scholarship will automatically terminate if: 
a. Applicant fails to meet the eligibility requirements 
b. Recipient is Academically Disqualified, Disqualified for 

Admission, Scholastically Disqualified, Scholastically Suspended 
or Expelled as outlined in the University Catalog. 

c. Recipient is out of attendance on an unapproved leave of 
absence for more than 35 days. 

d. Recipient completes their master’s degree program. 
e. Receives the maximum scholarship award 
f. 730 days from a recipient's first course. 
 

7. If recipient has applied for or is receiving Title IV financial aid funding, 
this scholarship may reduce the recipient’s eligibility for Title IV financial 
aid funding to comply with Title IV regulations. In addition, the recipient 
must maintain continuous attendance as defined by the University of 
Phoenix and/or must qualify for a leave of absence to maintain his/her 
financial aid status. Recipient is required to abide by all state and federal 
financial aid policies and procedures and all University of Phoenix 
financial policies and procedures as set forth in the University of Phoenix 
Academic Catalog, including remaining in good financial standing with 
University of Phoenix. 

 
8. Recipient who falls out of attendance for more than thirty-five (35) days 

from the last date of academic activity will forfeit his/her scholarship.

9. Should recipient drop, receive a W-grade or otherwise fail to complete a 
course for which the scholarship, or a portion of the scholarship, has 
been used to pay the tuition, in no event will any cash refund be given at 
any time. 
 

10. During the term of the scholarship, recipient shall notify University of 
Phoenix immediately if he/she is convicted of a crime, excluding traffic 
offenses. Recipient acknowledges that said conviction may impact this 
scholarship in University of Phoenix’s sole discretion.
