


a. As part of the scholarship application, the University of Phoenix
must receive official transcripts. Transcript/s must verify the
following requirements:

i. Applicant has an associate degree from University of
Phoenix
ii. Applicant had a minimum GPA of 3.0
iii. Official transcripts must be received, and the applicant
must be officially evaluated and fully admitted into the
University of Phoenix by the last date of their first
registered course.
Applicant must post attendance to their first bachelor’s degree course within the
Initial Attendance Window.

Selection Process 1. The recipients of the scholarships will be selected by the University of
Phoenix.
